A Level Photography: Students explore and produce
practical and critical/contextual work in one or more
areas of study, for example, portraiture, landscape
photography, still life photography, documentary
photography, photojournalism, fashion photography,
experimental imagery, multimedio, photographic
installation and moving image. Students develop
skills in using cameras and photography specific
equipment, alongside industry standard software.

A Level Photography - Course Breakdown
